PHILADELPHIA: A REVOLUTIONARY CITY 

Eighteenth-century Philadelphia was a complex place where 

global trade brought new goods and new ideas to the  

people who became revolutionaries. Follow one artifact —  

a punchbowl uncovered in an archaeological dig on site of  

the Museum of the American Revolution — on a virtual tour  

of the city, and find yourself in market stalls, coffeehouses, 

illegal taverns, churches, and the halls of government.

WHEN WOMEN LOST THE VOTE 
Few people know that for about 30 years during the  

Revolutionary era, certain women and free people of  

African descent had the right to vote in New Jersey. Learn  

the little-known history of the nation’s first women voters  

and examine the political conflicts that led to their voting 

rights being stripped away in 1807.

THE SAME PRINCIPLE LIVES IN US:  
People of African Descent in the American Revolution 
American Revolutionaries struggled with a key question: would 

the words of the Declaration of Independence, that “all men 

are created equal,” apply to all people? From the outbreak of 

the Revolution, people of African descent asked and answered 

this question through their words and actions. In this talk,  

hear the stories and explore the objects that we use at the  

Museum to help imagine what the Revolution was like for  

Phillis Wheatley, Elizabeth Freeman, James Forten, Harry 

Washington, and others.

REVOLUTIONARY WOMEN:  
WRITING ABOUT WAR 

The Revolutionary War offered new opportunities for women 

from all backgrounds. Thousands of women chose sides and 

contributed to the American Revolution. They made supplies 

for the armies, managed and defended their households, and 

challenged the old political order. What do their individual 

experiences, documented in travel diaries, memoirs, court 

records, and commonplace objects tell us about their  

experiences, the War, and its legacy?

MAKING THE MUSEUM 
The Museum of the American Revolution opened in 2017, but 

it has a history that reaches back over a century. Where did our 

collection come from? How did an Episcopal minister in Valley 

Forge, Pennsylvania, acquire Washington’s war tent, and what 

did that acquisition have to do with the American Civil War? 

How did our Museum end up in downtown Philadelphia?  

What new discoveries have we made from recent acquisitions? 

This presentation highlights key artifacts and reveals how 

things work behind-the-scenes at the Museum.

WHEN YOU ARRIVE

•	 Please arrive 10 minutes prior to your scheduled admission 

time. If your group is late, it is at the Museum’s discretion  

to modify or cancel your reservation. Refunds are not issued 

for late arrivals. 

• Buses are welcome to drop off and pick up in the bus zone 

located in front of the Museum. 

• Upon arrival, please send the group leader to the  

admissions desk to check in your group.

MUSEUM VISIT

• All group reservations are self-guided, unless otherwise  

noted on your invoice. 

• Your admission includes the feature films Revolution  

and Washington’s War Tent.

MUSEUM SHOP

• The Museum Shop will be open during  

museum operating hours.

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BUS DRIVER TIPS

Directions from the Museum of the American Revolution  

to the Callowhill Bus Center

Head north on 3rd Street towards Chestnut Street

Remain on 3rd Street for .8 miles

Turn right onto Willow Street

Turn right onto N 2nd Street

Turn left at the first cross street onto Callowhill Street

Destination is ahead on the right

Directions from the Callowhill Bus Center to the  

Museum of the American Revolution

From the Bus Center, turn left onto Callowhill Street  

towards N 2nd Street

Take the first left onto N 2nd Street

Remain on N 2nd Street for .7 miles

Turn right onto Walnut Street

Take the first right onto Chestnut Street

Museum is just ahead on the right

Bus unloading and loading will take place in the designated 

bus zone located in front of the Museum in the right-hand lane 

on 3rd Street between Chestnut and Walnut Streets.

Buses can park for the day at the Callowhill Bus Center  

located on Callowhill Street between 2nd and Front Streets.
